The benefits of preventing bloodstream infections are clear.  Infections related to intravascular catheters continue to cause significant    
morbidity and mortality.  The key to preventing these infections is careful aseptic technique including appropriate maintenance.  It is there-
fore paramount that the skin of the patient is appropriately disinfected prior to insertion of the catheter and that aseptic care is taken when 
accessing the system, such as when giving infusions of fluids or drugs.  Leaders in the infection control industry have identified key        
pathways for bacterial ingress when using a needleless access device:  

• Poor disinfection of access point – due to nooks, crannies, gaps or deflected valve tops. 

• Poor flushing of device after aspiration 

• Split septum damaged or enlarged due to incorrect access or multiple manipulations 

• Blood reflux into the valve or catheter due to incorrect clamping procedures and negative displacement. 

The MaxPlus™ is a simple solution.    

1. Cleaner:  The MaxPlus Valve is designed so that the top of the connector will always be flat and smooth allowing for true friction    
disinfection during pre-access swabbing.  The device is entirely free of nooks, crannies, gaps and ridges.  The valve is designed to 
always return to its pre-access state even when clamped or after many hours of continuous infusion. 

2. Safer :  Less confusion, fewer occlusions, and fewer BSIs.  Customers have reported that the MaxPlus one valve solution reduces the 
confusion and error associated with two valve systems.  The MaxPlus is designed to work with both central and peripheral catheters. 
Our customers have tracked both a reduction in occlusions and infections after converting to the MaxPlus. 

3. Easier:  MaxPlus is easier to clean, easier to flush (99.34% clear with just 5cc), and provides a one valve solution.
